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W hat are some character traits of a     

Christian?  How are we called to live for our Lord? 

During the next couple of months we will be looking at 

different Biblical characters to glean some traits that our 

Lord uses to shape us into the people He 

wants us to be.  For instance, God used Jonah 

to teach us that we are better off running   

toward Him than trying to run away from 

Him.  He used Abraham to teach us to have 

complete faith in Him, as Abraham faced the 

sacrifice of his own son, Isaac.  Another   

example from the New Testament is young 

Timothy, whom the Apostle Paul considered 

his son in the faith. 

 

Each of us is a child of God, made in 

His image, and given the opportunity to    

either choose for Him or choose against Him, 

each and every day of our lives.  Psalm 139 

tells us, ñI praise you because I am fearfully 

and wonderfully made; your works are   

wonderful, I know that full well.  My frame 

was not hidden from you when I was made in the secret 

place. When I was woven together in the depths of the 

earth, your eyes saw my unformed body.  All the days 

ordained for me were written in your book before one of 

them came to be.ò  We are made in His image.  He has 

known us forever, even before we were born, even    

before we were in our motherôs womb. 

 

What a miracle!  That we who are imperfect 

might be made perfect, to the glory of God the Father.  

All of this he has done for us because He loves us!! 

 
Psalm 139 ends with these words: ñSearch 

me, O God, and know my heart; test me and 

know my anxious thoughts. See if there is 

any offensive way in me, and lead me in the 

way everlasting.ò  We will be exploring 

how we can live out this particular verse 

during the months of July and August.  

Please be sure to read each Biblical passage 

prior to that Sunday.  May our Lordôs Holy 

Spirit speak to each of us, as we prepare 

ourselves to gather together in worship of 

the One who lived among us, died to save 

us, and who now lives and reigns in us.    

Jesus alone is our Savior and our Lord.
