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 Money is a touchy subject.  Itôs a subject that 

pastors feel uneasy about tackling, let alone mentioning 

from time to time.  Often, a church will ask about extra 

financial help that is needed as the very last resort.  We 

donôt like to talk on Sunday mornings about subjects 

that may rub someone the wrong way ï money is      

certainly one of those subjects.   

 

 Typically, we hold our money tightly to us, and 

often feel what we give back to the Lord on Sunday 

mornings is strictly up to us.  Even when we hear a  

pastor preach that all we have belongs to God, we think 

to ourselves, ñGod can have these things, but He canôt 

have My money!   
 

 So, to protect ourselves (and our pocketbooks), 

weôve come up with some things we think our truths 

about our money.  Instead, I want us to think of them as 

myths.  Here are a few myths about our money and 

what we can give back to God: 

 

Myth 1: My money and possessions belong to me. 

Myth 2: I canôt afford to give. If I give, Iôll go in the 

hole financially. 

Myth 3: My attitude toward money and giving has 

no relationship to my spiritual growth and life. 

Myth 4: If I give my money to the Lordôs work, Iôll 

feel a sense of loss and sadness. 
 

 A closer look at these myths tell us many things, 

beginning with the words ñmeò and ñI.ò  Each of these 

myths projects an opinion that comes from the ñmeò 

part of us, not from God.  The challenge for each of us 

is to let God be God, to seek Him first and foremost, to 

worship Him continually. 
 

 While these myths concern focus on money and 

what we do with ñourò money, the real focus is on our 

complete understanding of stewardship ï what we do 

with all our Lord has entrusted to us.  That focus is on 

our talents, our time, and our possessions.  During the 

month of June, we will be taking a closer look at Godôs 

Word to see what His scriptures say to us, and what He 

expects our response to be, individually and  collec-

tively.  Where are our hearts in this matter of steward-

ship?  I look forward to searching Godôs Word, and  

proclaiming it to each of us, myself included!   
 

 Prayerfully consider your participation in the 

life God has placed before us, to the glory of Jesus 

Christ, His Son, and our Savior!  Amen.
