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B y the time you read this, we have already  

entered into the season of Lent (which began 

on Wednesday, February 17th.)  During this period of 

six weeks, we are encouraged to take stock of our     

relationship with our Lord Jesus, and to reflect upon 

areas of our lives we feel His Holy Spirit has placed  

before us. 
 

I encourage each of us to re-read 

Luke 4:1-13.  Here, we are told of 

Jesusô encounter with Satan, as our 

adversary attempts to tempt Jesus 

into following him, rather than 

God.  This, of course, is what he 

tries to do with us.   
 

A closer look at this passage shows 

us the designs of Satan against us, 

and our human vulnerability.  Each 

of us needs to begin with this 

premise: by ourselves, we cannot 

contend against Satan and his 

schemes.  The word scheme itself 

gives us the picture that Satan is 

not haphazardly attacking us ï he 

carefully plans, even strategizes against us, for he 

knows our weaknesses. 
 

Yet, again looking at the scripture, we see our Lord   

Jesus is prepared.  As the temptations come one after 

another, Jesus both answers and succeeds in rebuffing 

Satanôs advances against Him.  For me, we find the key 

to our own success against Satan in Deuteronomy 6:13 

ï ñFear the LORD your God, serve him only . . . .ò      

I have mentioned to you many times that someone made 

an impression on me, that if I would keep the first   

commandment (Thou shalt have no other gods before 

me), the rest of my life would fall into place. 
 

Jesus, facing that same temptation we face, answers that 

He will only worship the Lord God (Luke 4:5-8).  Here 

we find the answer to our own struggles against the 

devil.  We need only worship the 

Lord, and no other. 
 

Sarah Parson, in her book A Clearing 

Season, writes, ñLent serves as our 

annual invitation to come closer to 

God. It provides a time to look at our 

lives and ourselves, not so we may 

criticize ourselves more harshly but 

so we can identify the obstructions 

that keep us from God. What keeps us 

from feeling the presence of the divine 

in our every day? How do we hide 

from God, and why? Lent gives us a 

chance to look at such obstructions 

and to move them gently away so that 

we can come closer to the Love that 

gives us life, the Love whose triumph 

we will celebrate on Easter morning.ò 
 

As we continue in this Lenten time, use it to prepare 

your heart ï to be drawn closer to the One who gave 

His life, that we might lose our life to Him, Jesus the 

Christ.  Amen.
